As | went to shift the transmission
into neutral from second, the shift lever went limp.
Whatever connected the lever to the transmission
shifting mechanism apparently disconnected.
Fortunately, | was able to roll the car back out of the

space, and drive it home slowly in second gear.

The next day, after exposing the shifting mechanism,
| discovered that the ball joint anchoring the lever on
the top of the transmission had slipped out of its
mounting. This was a brand-new five-speed
transmission installed when the engine was rebuilt

last winter, with only 1,200 miles of driving.
